Who/What: Senator Rockefeller will take to the Senate floor today to discuss his opposition to any
efforts to eliminate or slash Medicaid coverage for our nation’s most vulnerable citizens. Rockefeller has
joined with 41 Senate Democrats in a united stand against cuts to Medicaid.

The Republican budget for 2012 calls for $1 trillion in cuts to Medicaid which will force state and local
governments to pick up the rest of the tab, or cut services to beneficiaries, while the cost of care continues to
rise. Rockefeller supports reducing the deficit, but not at a cost to working families, seniors and low income
individuals.
