UNOPPOSED MOTION TO DISMISS

Petitioners, United Steel, Paper and Forestry, Rubber, Manufacturing,
Energy, Allied Industrial and Service Workers International Union, AFL-CIO
(Docket No. 25-1055), and International Union, United Automobile, Aerospace &
Agricultural Implement Workers of America, UAW (Docket No. 25-1098) request

that the Court dismiss the above-captioned petitions for review.

The Unions filed these petitions intending to argue that EPA had a statutory
duty to fully eliminate the unreasonable risk trichloroethylene poses to their
members and that the TCE Rule, Trichloroethylene (TCE), Regulation Under the

Toxic Substances Control Act (TSCA), 89 Fed. Reg. 102568 (Dec. 17, 2024) (“TCE



Rule™), at issue in these cases failed to do so. Given EPA’s announced intent to
revisit the TCE Rule, the Unions believe the rulemaking process is the better forum
in which to debate where TCE exposure levels should be set to fully protect

workers.

The Court has granted the Unions request to participate in these proceedings
as intervenors in support of EPA (Order dated June 17, 2025, Docket No. 64). The

Unions intend to continue as parties to these proceedings as Intervenors.

Respondent Environmental Protection Agency does not oppose this request.

Each party will bear its own costs and fees.
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
